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The Zambia Wildlife Act # 12, 1998 and [ Community Resource Board ] information

This Act, which repels the National Park and Wildlife Authority and defines its functions; the establishment of the Zambia Wildlife Authority and defines its functions; the establishment, control and management of national parks and the conservation and enhancement of wildlife eco-systems, biodiversity, and of objects of aesthetic, pre-historic, historical, geological, archaeological and scientific interest in national parks; the promotion of opportunities for the equitable and sustainable use of the special qualities of national parks; the establishment, control and management of game management areas; the sustainable use of wildlife and the effective management of the wildlife habitat in game management areas; the enhancement of the benefit of game management areas both to the local communities and to wildlife; the involvement of local communities in the management of game management areas; the development and implementation of management plans; the regulations of game ranching; the licensing of hunting and control of the processing, sale, import and export of wild animals and trophies; the implementation of the Convention on International Trade in Endangered Species of Wild Flora and Fauna, the Convention on Wetlands of International Importance Especially on Water Fowl Habitat, the convention on Biological Diversity and Lusaka agreement on Co-operative Enforcement Operations Directed at illegal Trade in Wild Fauna and Flora, etc.
 

In Zambia a local community along geographic boundaries contiguous to chiefdom in a game management area or an open area or a particular chiefdom with common interest in the wildlife and natural resources in that area may apply to ZAWA to form a local CRB   
 

A Community Resources Board (CRB) shall comprise not more than ten but not less than seven representatives from the local community, who shall be elected by the local community; one representative of the local community in the area; and a representative of the chief in whose area the board is established. The chief of the area shall be a patron of the board.

The Zambia Wildlife Authority shall, after registering a board, in consultation with that board, develop management plans for the game management area or open area or any part thereof that is under its jurisdiction. The board function shall be to promote and develop an integrated approach to the management of human and natural resources in game management area or an open area falling under its jurisdiction. 

 

The functions of the board shall be to promote and develop an integrated approach to the management of human and natural resources in a game management area or an open area falling under its jurisdiction. A board shall have power to negotiate, in conjunction with the authority, co-management agreements hunting outfitters and photographic tour operators; manage the wildlife under its jurisdiction, within quotas specified by the Authority; appoint village scouts to exercise and perform the duties of a wildlife police officer under the supervision of a wildlife police officer in the area falling under the board’s jurisdiction; and, in consultation with the authority, develop and implement management plans which reconcile the various uses of land in areas falling under the board’s jurisdiction, etc. 

 

Each Community Resource Board ( shall establish a fund ) to enhance the economic and social well being of the local community, with secretariat consisting of such properly qualified officers as the board may appoint. The Authority may, in consultation with a board, second officers to the board.


The Zambia President is empowered to declare national parks whenever he is of the opinion the conservation or protection and enhancement of wildlife eco-systems, biodiversity and natural beauty so demands. But he must conduct prior consultation with the authority and the local community before doing so.
